There will be Medals or Trophies for the following:-

TOP OVERALL SCORE – “The Russell Harris Memorial Trophy”  All classes.

TOP HISTORIC – “Any SMLE / No. 4 / No. 5 rifle, service pattern as issued, with no attachments”.

TOP ANY IRON – “Any rifle with iron sights, with no restriction on slings (but rests may not be used)”.

TOP ANY OPTIC SERVICE – “Any rifle with optic sights with no restriction on slings. Rests may not be used. The rifle magazine may touch or rest on the forearm or on the ground. (Any forward vertical grip, if fitted, may not be used).”

TOP ANY OPTIC OPEN - "Any rifle with optic sights, with no restriction on slings or rests. If any rest is utilised it must remain fitted to the rifle at all times during the match".

Medals:
2nd & 3rd Overal.,   Top Lady,   Top Tyro,    Top Veteran (Competitors of 50 or older).

1. The scoring for all stages will be:- Figure 11=4  & Figure 12=5.

2. Should time allow there will be an opportunity to check zero at 6, 5, 4 & 300 metres immediately prior to shooting the first stage at each distance.  Make sure you carry enough rounds for both the zero and course of fire.

3. Stage 8 will only be included if stages 1 to 7 are completed prior to 1500. 

4. For the purposes of this competition we have adopted the new service rifle classes.  This means that unless a course of fire specifically states “prone unsupported” competitors shall adopt the prone position as defined by the class in which they are shooting.  Where a stage states unsupported then no bipods, rests, magazine rests shall be used.

(An opportunity to test & adjust proving time allows.  This will be done once at each distance)

Squading.
Unless number of entries demand it there will be 3 x squads.  If more than 40 competitors enter the squading will be increased accordingly.

Zero
Each squad will have a brief apportunity to check their zero at each distance prior to shooting each stage.

Stages
Each stage will be shot by all squads in turn in alphabetical order (alpha followed by bravo etc).  Competitors squad number is the lane on which they will shoot.  Note:- This may change should a lane prove to be unservicable.

ROs
Competitors will RO as soon as they have shot (“A” squad RO “B” squad, “B” RO “C”, squad “C” RO “D” etc.  The last squad will RO “A”.

Note
ROs are to ensure that shooters comply with basic safety requirements as detailed in the extracts from the NRA PR Rules & Guidelines shown oposite.

No allowances will be made for faulty firearms or equipment. 

Sharing of rifles is not encouraged as it reduces flexibility in the squading.

If time allows there will be a lunch break around midday. 

There will be NO time available for testing of firearms.
