Shot under the conditions of ARA Match 40 The Methuen Cup

Dear Sir/Madam

You are hereby invited to enter a team for the NRA Civilian “Methuen” Service Rifle Team Match due to take place at Bisley on Century range on Saturday 24th July 2010.

Each team shall consist of 6 shooting team members and (although not essential it is preferred), one non shooting team captain.  Clubs may enter two teams providing range space is available.

This is an NRA match and as such, the NRA will provide markers, this cost is shown below. You are able to opt out of this provision if you plan to supply your own team butt markers.

Final entries for those teams requiring NRA Markers must be received by 1st June.  One entry form & cheque per team please.
There are only two classes of rifle “Practical Optic” & “Historic” (See page 2 for details), with a trophy for the winning team in each class and seven medals for the team + captain.

For details of each practice see page 5 but in summary, the match will consist of 5 Service Rifle Practices shot from 100, 200 & 300 yards.  Each practice will require 10 rounds with an additional 2 sighting rounds for the first practice at 300 yards.

The total number of rounds required will be 52 per team member (excluding re-shoots).

The maximum number of teams for 2010 will be 11, limited by the number of lanes available.

In addition to the entry fee there will be a further cash payment of £10 on the day to go toward the “Help the Hero’s” fund, this being the means of acquiring the range staff.

6 Member Team Shoot

for the
“Mauser” (Open Class) and the ”Mons” (Historic Class) Trophies
The conditions for this match are as follows:-

1. The team shall consist of 6 shooting members and a nominated team captain.  Although not essential, it is preferred that the team captain should be non-firing (he/she does not have to be an FAC Holder).  His/her duties are to ensure that the individual score cards (see page 7) of each team member are filled in correctly with their details and are ready to be handed to the scorers (who will collect them from the firers on the firing point), prior to them shooting each stage.

These cards will have the scores filled in by the range staff and signed by the firers before being given to the Chief Umpire for use in compiling the results”.

The team captain should get the “number of hits” from each firer as they come off the firing point and fill in the “Team Card” (see page 7), before transferring the totals to their team score board.  Alternatively, a spotting scope may be set up behind the 300 yard firing point so that the team captain may read the scores directly.
2. Teams may only enter under the condition that they have two butt markers.  If you need NRA Imperial Butt Markers, see the entry form.  Competitors must also be prepared, if requested, to help out with range safety duties.
3. The draw for Team Lanes will be on the range Between 09.00 and 09.20 hours during the booking in process. A team tent/gazebo may be erected at this time (for the purpose of shelter and storing kit). All those involved must be aware that there may be firers to our left.  Entry to the range will be from the 300 yard car park accessed from the track leading to Short Siberia.

4. Each team will provide a score board (see page 7) to be placed in plain view adjacent to their tent or, if no tent, in the area behind their two lanes.  It is the responsibility of the team captain to ensure that the board is kept up to date as quickly as practical.

5. This match will be held under the same conditions as that laid down for the (military) Methuen Cup, with the exception that the 200 yard rapid exposure will be for 40 seconds rather than the military's 25, and there will be no judgmental targets during the 300 yard snap practice.  Match details are published in the Bisley Bible in the SR Teams section under The "United Service" heading and are enclosed for your convenience on page 5.
6. The targetry will consist of the NRA DP1, ½ DP1 & DP14 Window.  Note:- For details see Targetry & Scoring on page 4.

7. The event will consist of five Service Rifle Practices which will be shot between 10.00 & 14.30. 

8. There are only two classes of rifles, as follows:-

	Practical Optic Shooting for the “Mauser Trophy”

1) No restriction on slings or rests

2) Bipods can be used, but must remain fitted at all times

3) Vertical grips may be used, but must remain fitted at all times.

4) No restriction on Optic sights.
	Historic Shooting for the “Mons Trophy”

1) Any SMLE, No4 or No5 .303 service rifle.

2) Rests may not be used.

3) As issued sling.




9. There will be seven gold medals for the winning team of six shooters & team captain in each of the two classes.

PROGRAMME

Important note:-  This year we have to be clear of the range by 14.30.  Therefore we will be starting earlier than in previous years.  Although a close watch will have to be made on the timings we would like to retain the relaxed atmosphere and not rush the time in-between each practice.  To ensure this we will not be stopping for the normal hours lunch break.  Time permitting we will have a short break for coffee/snack between P3 & P4.   




Whether or not we have time for a break teams will carry out the following contingency:-




During P2 all teams will trail the last detail forward as they shoot the rundown, carrying enough ammunition for P3 & P4.  Thus being ready at 100 yards to go straight into P3 and if necessary into P4 as we walk back.




If there is time for a short break it will occur between P3 & P4 with teams going back to 300 for the break and then being ready to shoot P4 at 200 when stipulated by the RCO.

09.00-09.20
Team captains book in teams and butt markers at the stats tent behind the 300 yard firing point just to the left of butt 19.  NO MARKERS NO SHOOT.  Draw for Team Lanes.  Collect “team” & “individual” score cards and sign for team competence.  Donate £10 toward “Help for Heroes”.




On completion Butt Markers proceed to butts for rehearsals.




If they’ve not already done so Teams can set up gazebo’s & score boards behind team lanes during this period.

09.20-09.30
Team captains briefing followed by rifle safety check and random selection of competitors for trigger weight check adjacent to the stats tent.

09.30-09.50
Those selected have their triggers checked. Remainder carry on with gazebo’s etc.

09.50-10.50
First detail on the point prepare for P1.
10.00-10.40
P1:  300 Harassing Fire, 2 sighters + 10 to count. ½ DP1.
10.40-11.50
P2:  300-100 rundown. ½ DP1. (Prone, Sitting & Standing).


Note:- All teams follow the final detail to 100 yards, carrying enough ammunition in preparation for P3 & P4.

11.50-12.30
P3: 100 CQB Snap.  DP14 Window.  (Standing then Kneeling or squatting).

Break.
If time allows there will be a brief coffee/snack break. 
12.30-13.15
P4: 200 Rapid, 2x Fig DP1 (Sitting).

13.15-14.15
P5: 300 Snap, ½ DP1. (Prone).
14.15-14.30
Clear away gazebo’s tents & score boards.

1630   
Prize Giving. Trophies & medals in the marquee in front of “A” lines cabins.  Dress:- Team captain: Jacket & Tie.  Rest of team: polo shirts acceptable.

Shooting Positions

Prone: - 
Historic Class.  No bipods or rests.  No part of the rifle and no part of the body forward of the elbows may rest on the ground.

Practical Optic Class.  Bipods/Vertical grips may be use, as defined on page 2.

Standing: - 
Erect on both feet, no other part of the body or rifle may touch the ground.

Kneeling: - 
No part of the body may touch the ground except one foot and the other leg from the knee down.

Sitting: - 
Weight of the body supported on buttocks, legs may be apart or crossed and may be in front of the front edge of the firing point.

Squatting: - Buttocks must be clear of the ground, arms may rest on knees.

Targetry & Scoring

We will be using the NRA "DP1", ½ DP1 & DP14 Window targets (see below).

To keep the scoring simple the targets will be scored the same for all competitors whether in the “Practical” or “Historic” classes as follows:-
DP1 & ½ DP1 targets have two scoring zones (A & B).  The A” zone being the 300mm ring scoring 5 and the rest of the target scoring 4.  

DP14 Window target has three scoring zones (A, B & C).  The “A” zone being the 150mm blue ring scoring 5, the “B” zone being the whole of the DP14 target to the edge of the paper scoring 4, with the “C” zone being the rest of the target scoring 3.  

Note:- All hits will be scored ‘inward gauging’.  Hits outside the borderline of the targets will not score.
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notes for shooters

1. You will be expected to know the course of fire.

2. As stipulated by the range staff, all teams will be told to line up on the firing point with their rifles, and ear protection, for safety inspection by the CRO and for random selection for trigger weight check.  As the CRO reaches each competitor their rifle will be proved clear, bolt closed and safety catch checked.  You will then be told to ease springs.  On completion teams retire behind the firing point and prepare for Practice 1.  Rifles may not be moved from the firing point until they have been proved clear by the RCO at the end of each practice.  Breach flags to be inserted at all other times.
3. Two team members will be called forward to the firing point at a time and will shoot in adjacent lanes.  Each competitor will carry their score card onto the firing point with them and hand it to the range staff when asked.

4. Coaching by the other team members is allowed during all stages.  Whilst coaching, team members shall act as the safety supervisor for that firer.  It is recommended that the order in which the team members are shooting be decided by the team captain prior to the shoot.  The third pair to shoot should coach the first pair, the first pair on completion of shooting coach the second pair who in turn will coach  the last pair.  In summary, each competitor will be either shooting, coaching/supervising or preparing for their next practice.

5. When called, move quickly to the firing point (to the left of your lane peg number) and await further instruction.

6. Sighting shots.  There are only two sighting shots during this competition and these will be prior to practice 1.  Spotting discs will be shown after each shot.

7. On completion of any sighting shots and at the beginning of each practice you will be told to adopt the appropriate Start position.  You will then be told to “LOAD” (apply magazine or charge fixed magazine) and “MAKE READY” (chamber round).  Do not do either before being told.  Note:- Where applicable Safety catches must be applied.

8. Where fire and movement is required (practice 1,2,3 & 4) you will be told to “WATCH OUT”.  If no movement (practice 5) you will be told to “WATCH AND SHOOT”.  On the appearance of the targets adopt the required position, release safety & open fire.

9. On completion of the practice stay in position.  You will be told to unload.  Your rifle will then be cleared and you will be told to ease springs (bolt forward on empty chamber, operate the trigger and apply the safety catch).  Insert breach flags before leaving the point.
10. Whilst still on the firing point you will be asked “Are their any protests?”. This is specifically with regard to target failures, i.e. it didn't appear, exposure was too short etc.  If no protest targets will be raised with a scoreboard alongside.  Each hit will be marked with a spotting disk.  This scoreboard will contain the number of hits in each zone, total “5”s on the left, total number of “4”s on the right.  Note:- Those shooting in the Historic class will need a pair of binoculars.

11. You will then be asked “Are there any challenges?”.  Note:- The common error is a mismatch between the number of spotting discs the competitor can physically count on the target and the number shown on the board.

12. Make a note of your score.  Each team captain normally sets up a spotting scope at 300 yards for this purpose but if the score is missed you’ll need to let him/her know.
course of fire
On completion of each practice the number of hits & their values will be passed to the range staff on firing point.

Spotting discs will be shown for 25 seconds.
practice 1.

2 sighters followed by 10 to count.

Target:-
NRA ½ DP1.  Scoring 5 & 4 HPS=50.
Timing:-
One exposure of 60 seconds.

Procedure:-
1. 
At 300 yards competitors under CRO’s instructions shall adopt the prone position, with rifles loaded & made ready.  After the 2 sighting shots have been fired and marked back, competitors will be ordered to apply safety catches, stand up and adopt the standing alert position.

2.
On the appearance of the targets for 60 seconds, they will adopt the prone position and fire ten rounds.

300 to 100 yard fire with movement.

300 to 100 yards.

Position:-
300 Prone, 200 Sitting or Squatting, 100 Standing.

10.

Target:-
NRA ½  DP1.  Scoring 5 & 4 HPS=50.
Timing:-
1 exposure of 15 Seconds at 300, 15 seconds later there will be a 1 sec exposure followed 30 sec later by 2 exposures of 6 sec with a 10 sec interval at 200.  15 sec later there will be a1 sec exposure followed 30 sec later by 2 exposures of 6 sec with a 10 sec interval at 100.

Procedure:- 
1.
At 300 yards, under CRO’s instructions competitors shall adopt the standing alert position with rifles loaded,  made ready & safety catches applied.


2.
When the targets appear, competitors are to adopt the prone position and fire two rounds.


3.
On each subsequent appearance of the targets, they are to advance to the next firing point and fire two rounds at each appearance of the target.  Positions for firing will be as above.  They may not change their position until they are required to advance to the next firing point.


4.
Safety catches must be fully applied during all movement.

Practice 3.  100 Yard  close quarter snap

Timing:-
5 double exposures of 3 sec up, 2 sec down and 3 sec up at irregular intervals over a period of 2 mins.
Procedure:-  
1.
At 100 yards under CRO’s instructions competitors are to adopt the standing alert position with rifles loaded, made ready & safety catches applied.

2.
The first shot in each double exposure is to be fired from the standing position and the second from the kneeling or squatting position.  Competitors are to apply safety and return to the standing alert position after each double exposure.


3.
Only two shots may be fired at each double exposure.

Practice 4.  Rapid

Distance:-

Sitting, Kneeling or Squatting.

Target:-
NRA DP1.  Scoring 5 & 4 HPS=50.
Timing:-
40 Seconds.

Procedure:- 
1.
At 200 yards under CRO’s instructions Competitors are to be in the standing alert position with rifles loaded, made ready and safety catches applied.


2.
On the appearance of the targets the competitors are to adopt the sitting, kneeling or squatting position and open fire.  No more that 5 hits are to count on each target.

At 300 yards under CRO’s instructions competitors are to be in the prone position with rifles loaded, made ready and safety catches applied..

Competitors will receive 10 x 3 second exposures over 5 minutes.
